Browsing through the Hot 100 entries this year, 
| began to wonder how people listened to the 
radio as far as the music aspect goes. Commerical 
Top 40 radio usually indicates to me that its 
listening audience must be hit with a song about 
once every two hours before they will accept 
that song, let alone decide (?) that they like it. 

As one of 4ZZZ7’s aims has been to expose 
the huge range of music left untouched by the 
commercial stations, | had assumed our audience 
to be a more adventurous group as far as actual- 
ly listening to music goes. I’m not sure anymore. 

The more recent Hot 100, as well as the week- 
ly request shows seem to indicate that, yes, our 
listeners’ preferences are, on the whole, not to be 
heard on commercial radio. However the favour- 
ites always appear to be the songs that have been 
played most frequently. ‘Yes, | like that. | want 
to hear it again . . . and again . . . and again.’ ad 
nauseum, 

People seem unconcerned, in some cases, 
quite opposed, to finding the roots and/or in- 
fluences that went into their favourite piece of 
music. This is particularly so the older the 
roots and/or influences are. This applies to all 
genres of music, be it rock ‘n’ roll, jazz or 
country, particularly as more and more the 
various types of music are being pieced together 
to make music that is ‘popular’. 

A case in point is the astonishing number 
of people who have (by their own admittance 
or not) been influenced by Captain Beefheart. 
The Fall, Birthday Party and Magazine spring to 
min 

Yet how many people are happy to say ‘I 
don’t care. Just play ‘Release the Bat’ another

WHINGING PLEA FOR MONEY ... 

. because you people have already subscri- 
bed (Thanks — if you are not a subscriber, 
why are you reading ‘Radio Times’?) 

As you no doubt have heard, ZZZ is broke 
(again). The finances got to the point where we 
had to retrench ten full-time staff, leaving only 
two people on the payroll. We hope to re- 
employ people by late January. 

Why are we broke? Well, ZZZ dervices most 
of its income from subscriptions and promotions. 

The number of subscribers has stayed con- 
stant at approximately 2700, but the rate of 
unemployed subscriptions has risen from 10% 
in 1982 to 41% in 1983. As a result, even with 
the price increase from 1st July, the nett income 
from subscriptions has hardly risen. 

In the promotions area, while Amyls Night- 
space has brought constant, but small income, 
the real problem has been the lack of joint 
Efforts (remember them?). This has been 
brought about, first, by the lack of bands suit- 
able for a Joint Effort (in most cases we need 
at least 1000 people just to break even). To a 
lesser degree, other large size venues have opened 
up. And also, the University Administration is, 
to say the least, difficult; leading one to believe 
that certain elements of the aforesaid body are 
determined to block one of our major fund- 
raising activities. (It’s no secret that they don’t 
like us. g 

Added to this, expenses have increased by 
approximately 10%. The only expense area not 
to increase in 1983 was wages! 

The station is constantly looking for new 
ways to improve our financial position. Unfor- 
tunately, there is no simple solution. The most 
obvious area is subscriptions. Only 5% (approx.) 
of our listeners are subscribers. There is, we 
estimate, about 5,000 listeners who don’t sub- 
scri 

So instead of another whinging plea for 
money, a whinging plea for help to get those 
5,000 free-loaders to subscribe. So, if you know 
somebody who doesn’t subscribe, please hassle 
them — we need their money to survive.

Coming from Sydney it took a long time to slot 
in/understand the station, its place in Brisbane 
and Queensland itself — am still puzzled, but 
know now I’'m not the only one. 

As a workplace 4ZZZ would be unique. 13 
full-time overworked employees and loads of 
overworked volunteers together in a ‘collec- 
tive’ to keep 102.1 on the airwaves. All on the 
same wage ($122 clear a week until we were re- 
trenched — hey Happy Xmas), working at 
Triple Zed is an endurance test/voluntary admis- 
sion to an asylum. 

And just who is the audience? At this year’s 
radiothon have a good look at the diversity of 
the fun-loving deviants — problems of how to 
radio-entertain are obvious. Brings up the 
question of feedback — as an announcer | know 
the seeming void we live in — our programming 
is not playlisted by a small group who pertain to 
know what is good for people (castor oil radio). 

Instead we have the ‘Hot Box’ in Studio 1 — 
contents decided upon by a large group of an- 
nouncers at a weekly music meeting. No actual 
list of songs to be played, those decisions are 
left to each announcer to formulate. This obvi- 
ously has its pitfalls, but makes for a direct/ 
ground energetic and humanised sound (perhaps 
the pitfall). 

Feedback — we need it, we get it via the 
telephone (get that rock/pop/funk/punk/avant/ 
folk/sinatra shit off the radio — Triple Z 
doesn’t play that kind of music), but just where 
are our limits? 

Letters are more long-term, pinned on a 
noticeboard and read by all and sundry and 
of course, the survey in the last Radio Times 
revealed some interesting attitudes, eg. a real 
split between those listening for news and in- 
formation and those just wanting Musik. 

The specialists, Blues, Rock ‘n’ Roll and 
New Jazz programmes are unique to Triple 
Zed. Some, like Blackbeat (Sun. 8-10pm), 
are expanding zing/zang. Monday nights are 
always good listening with new local releases 
between 6pm-10pm and Peter Mogg with the 
new import releases after the 10pm witching 
hour. 

Triple Zed breaks new thangs/is one of the 
most progressive and adventurous contempor- 
ary music stations in Australia — considering 
the resource limitations, the on-air sound at 
present can be a treat to the ears, stay tuned 
and remember at FM-102 you’re on a different 
wavelength. 

‘The way its always been’ as a reason to keep 
things that way is no longer valid — behind the 
airwaves and beyond the studio there are big 
changes. Lots of very new and recent staff — 
an almost new baby Zed is on its way up, so 
don’t let the kid starve — subscribe — it’s your 
station — tell all your friends. Not just words, 
but $$$action is what we need to keep trans- 
mitting to you on the frequency of 102.1.
