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This somewhat special edition of Radio Times 
marks the 1983 annual Radiothon; but instead 
of the usual rave (all true) about how our equip- 
ment’s breaking down (it is); how short our 
funds are (they are); and how much the station 
needs the support of subscribers (believe me, we 
do), we’re giving you your very own copy of the 
1982 Hot Hundred. 

The Hot Hundred was first held in 1976 and 
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has come up every one or two years since then. 
Listeners send in their selections of the Hot 
Hundred songs of all time (often a gut-wrench- 
ing, mind-addling task, as people try to rememb- 
er one hundred songs) the station collates them 
all and works out how many times each partic- 
ular song was listed; and the top one hundred 

" becomes the Hot Hundred. 

New Year’s day then becomes a rivetting day 
of radio as the Hot Hundred is played through- 
out, from Number 100 to Number 1, this year 
followed by an hour of the Clash. 

The only deviation from the list was that we 
couldn’t play the Dead Kennedys’ “Too Drunk 
to Fuck” (earlier banned from airplay by the - 
Broadcasting Tribunal), even after an impassion- 
ed plea, which was answered via a curt telex 
message — no, it can’t be played; not even with 
the word “fuck” bleeped out. We were very 
tempted to send a return telex asking ‘“How 
about backwards?”’ but it was more sensibly 
dealt with as we addressed the question “What
