st year saw ten days of mass actions right outside the mine site. This vear, the blockade

took a very different form. It involved over seven weeks of non - violent, samiller, affinity group

based actions. They were usually at night to facilitate walking the 10kms through the new lease
area to the mine site.

This, of course, didn't satisfy the ‘straight’ media and their bloodlust for confrontation and
sensationaljsm. Subsequently, most ofthe camers crews, ec.lft the blockade ate the frst week

The idiom ‘Uranium Creates A Police State’ was well and trly proved at the blockade. The
Police effort, dubbed ‘OPERATION SENTINAL', was conservatively estimated o have cost 1
South Australian Taxpayer around $2 Million. ‘OPERATION SENTINAL involved 450 police,
*4-wheel drives, motorcycles, dogs, special uniforms, huge paddy-wagons, 2 helicopters ant

Independant media covering the blockade came up against stiff resistance from Roxby Manage-
ment Services (RMS). Four journalists from the afore - mentioned radio stations, including my-
self, had prior to the blockade, applied for and been assured of, media passes by the S.A. Police.

Upon arrival at the blockade, a rather different picture emerged. After a day and a half of
confused liaison between us and RMS, via the Police Media Liaison Unit, we were informed that
out applications for passes had been rejected. Futhermore, that on legal advice, RMS didn't have
0 tell us why they were rejected and that if we set foot in the lease area we took the same risk
as the blockaders - that is, being arrested for tresspassing.

ALL OTHER MEDIA WERE GIVEN PASSES!

As it was only Independant Media, even those who were members of the Australian Jour-
nalists Association who suffered rejection, we can only assume the RMS were induiging in a
little political censorship. As a result, we will continue to ask RMS

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Access?/Archives!

Aside from a few cluttered brain$ that have walked in and out of the station over
the last nine years, 4ZZZ’s Archives are boxes, draws, and shelves filled with tapes,
records, casettes, pictures, posters, and letters. They are the record of our informa-
tion and enterainment service since 1975 and indicate ZZZ’s ID as one of many pub-
lic broadcasters ... the tracks of our financial tears and ever hopeful signposts to the
future if you like.

Presently, ZZZ has C.E.P. funding to employ an archivist, i.e. a person to or-
ganize all the recorded sounds and artefacts we have, for use in the future.

The Latin word ARCHIVUM and Greek ARKHEION come from the root
ARKHE meaning government and the idea of the archive comes to us in this history
as a public office or place in which public records are kept. Now we live with Big
Science and the mega technology of broadcasting giants. But with only a meager cash
trickle, ZZZ has kept afloat. So, whether we live in a society organized by accident
or intent, we learn to communicate ideas and experiences in lots of ways.

In the near future all ZZZ's tapes will be copied onto cassettes, and catalogued
chronologically and thematically. We will be able to sell copies at reasonable prices
with a catalogue which we can send to unions, universities, CAE’s, political, com-
munity, and resource groups. All ZZZ’s news, specials, seminars, interveiws, local
band compliations and the like can at last find their way from dusty boxes of tape
and into your earholes. This way accessibility to our material is increased, as is its
distribution.

Unlike most TV and broadcasting **services”” ZZZ does not represent ‘the eye-
witness account’, but we are ‘there when it happens’ most of the time. In the future
we hope to futher our recording services for disadvantaged groups, whether for broad-
casting or resource purposes.

In the Mean time, ZZZ's nineth birthday comes up for renewal (what about your
subscription?!) on the 8th of December and we'll be holding a sound and visual exhi-
bition of anything ‘ZZZ’ we can lay our hands on - tapes, posters, banana object des
artes, aged and rare T-shirts etc. It’ll be History‘ on a different wavelenght’. So,
Jfaithful readers and listeners, let us know what sounds and sights you've collected.
We don't have records of everthing we ve created so please contribute what you know
