Remember way back in May we pointed out how 
much Radio Times was costing and went to you, 
the subscribers to see what you thought about it? 
Most people asked us to stay in contact. Shortly 
afterwards I found out about folding machines and 
reduced costs and so we saw another kind of Radio 

Times stumbling into existence. Not exactly stunning, 
but well liked by advertisers and enabling that bit of 
gossip to continue. 

So you hold in your hand another bit of stuff, 
possible thanks to a new editorial helper, a gang of 
volunteers who put up with some awful tasks and 
others. It seems as though other Public Broadcasters 
are also taking stock of their magazines — at least 
three have changed to programme guides consisting 
of folded bits of cardboard. On the other hand some 
stations have advised us that they spend up to 2/3 
of income from subscriptions -on producing and 
sending a magazine to the subscribers. Here at ZZZ 
we reason that you subscribed to keep the radio 
station going (and maybe to get the red card). Every 
response we’ve ever had is to the effect that you 
just want us to write some words, it doesn’t have to 
be a pile of stuff you already heard on the radio in 
a glossy wrapper. The quality of the sound is 
important. 

But this is the real news: if everyone pays their 
bills (and I should warn that the volunteer invoice 
department has a very large brother) then this Radio 
Times will not cost us a cent! Advertisers, thank you. 
Instead of spending money to write to you we can 
spend it speaking to you on the radio. Next issue is 
mid-November, if you want to contribute, you know 
the number. 

Last week we were visited by a finance person 
from a southern station similar to ours, and we 
naturally compared situations. What a difference! 
They get bulk $’s from educational institution 
councils but this has to be spent on slabs of talk 
programmes. The student wunions which support 
ZZZ are on the other hand, extremely reasonable. 

the deep south they have subscribers too, 
but the large glossy magazine the station publishes 
chews up most of this listener support. Over 75% 
of subscription income goes directly into the 

I’m told, is towards sponsorship, 
whereby businesses pay money to be mentioned 
by the announcers. “This restaurant review is 
brought to you by Joe’s Pizzas”. “This report on 
the problems associated with uranium mining is 
brought to you by Utah.” 

Absurd contradictions like these are avoided of 
course, but it’s easy to see how lots of problems 
will crop up. What if the money people are about" 
to clinch a deal whereby XYZ industrial manu- 
facturers are going to purchase $20,000 worth of 
sponsorship and the newsroom discovers that XYS 
are keeping slaves in their basement. Won’t the 
temptation be strong to ignore that story or at least 
play it down? Consider the dilemma across the 
whole range of possible sponsors — food poisoning 
restaurant sponsors to ripoff sponsor mechanics. 
Does the station reject their money? What about 
all the marginal examples? 

It is also arguable that the structure of the 
station would rapidly adjust (get addicted) to this 
kind of funding with its need to chase ratings and not 
offend sponsors, potential sponsors and audience. 

Maybe it’s just living in Queensland that makes me 
write this — our conventional media are significantly 
less sophisticated than those down there. We should 
all remember that lack of media integrity around the 
time of the Springbok tour was the pnm soup 
from which ZZZ emerged. That’s what it’s all about. 

This brings us logically to subscribers and 
campaign 550 which went well. In previous years 
a month like August has seen less than 100 people 
join the ranks. 400 people responded to our 550 
pleas and the dire squeeze which was upon us at the 
beginning of August has been averted Welcome to 
our new subscribers, thank ou. Personal 
subscriptions keep this station truly independent 
and best able to serve the audience

They can’t understand the rich mixture of C U p. They are 

puzzled by success in money terms being equated with success in divine terms. They can’t 

believe the simple concept of If God loves you, he will make you rich. That's alien: it’s pure 

America success art: and who can fight it. 

Yesterday | wrote an article about My Nine Months with Jesus and it was a bitter and 

vindictive piece of writing. 1 tore it up. Because, of course, I gave as much as I got, and we 

suffered together. Having ten or a dozen time-warp 50s Jesus Christers in KTAO from 5 AM 

to 1 PM, seven days a week: having them and their bibles and curseless ways underfoot 49 

hours a week, 196 hours a month was as tough on them and our listeners as it was on us. 

There was a bit of Mau-Mau each day each way—and | imagine they had some sufferance 
too. 

I mean 

  

They just appear to us not to suffer so much because at least six times a day, when things 

are tough tiddy, they get down on their knees and they pray for us. I mean they pray for me - 

and Doug and Cese. To help_us. They are out there right now praying for our conversion. 

Can you imagine the weight of all those prayer-waves beaming in on us right now as we are 

sitting here, glorying in the now-free KTAO? 

Big Jim was the one who started it all. He left KEGL. He was a time broker, and was 

casting around for a place for the Lord’s Work & Word. He heard from the radio grapevine 

(transmission time somewhat superior to our own signal) that KTAO was having problems, 

and he offered to buy the first seven hours of the broadcast day for $1000 a month for the 

first three months, and $2000 or $10 an hour thereafter. 

For a Christer, Big Jim is actually not a bad sort. I guess he has the true belief: and when 

he passes on to The Upstairs, | would hope that there is some time-sales-brokerage for him 

to get involved with, because he is then as now going to sell the hell out of paradise—and god 

himself will find his ways and words being sold to the far corners of the divine pastures.

This is a pity because as I said 
earlier our own babies are the best new Australians 
we can have.” 

“In the press and on the TV there’s so much talk 
about violence and sex and you re always reading 
about homos and lesbians, in my youth, or ten 
years ago even, you never talked about things like 
that. But young people must begin to wonder 
whether all this is just the normal situation.” 

5 Hllary had in her article the rules for revolu- 
tion formed in 1919 in Dusseldorf. And if you just 
listen — corrupt the young, get them away from 
religion, get them interested in sex, now isn’t that 
what everybody seems to be doing these days? Get 
control of all means of publicity, thereby getting 
people’s minds off their government by focussing 
their attention on athletics, sexy books and plays 
and_ other trivialities. Destroy the people’s faith in 
thelr national leaders by holding them up to con- 
empt and ridicule, And doesn’t that go on. My 
word you only have to look at the cartoons, I've 
seen myself in a few places just recently but then I 
suppose you go in for politics you’ve got to expect 
that haven’t you? But anyway, that’s exactly what’s 
written here. ‘Always preach true democracy, but 
seize power as fast and as ruthlessly as possible.’
